We are off to a strong start in 2011. We have received 63 pledges totaling $74,565 for an average of
$1,184 per steward. This average represents a 16% increase over 2010 and 41% of our 2011 Budget. But
we still have a long way to go to meet our goal of at least 180 pledges and $180,000. So if you have not
done so already, please submit your pledge card today!

Please remember that stewardship is a critical funding program for our Parish, comprising about 65% of
our annual expenses. And now that we have a full-time priest -- welcome Father George! -- we offer
even more valuable services and programs including Philoptochos, Sunday School, Greek School, HOPE /
JOY, GOYA, weddings, baptisms, house blessings, and hospital / home visits to serve the infirmed.

Dearly beloved fellow GOPLC parishioners, I have wonderful
news and updates regarding our religious education curriculum.

Sunday school has been extraordinary! We have a truly com-
mitted group of teachers and assistants who devote their time
and energy to the spiritual growth of our children. This includes
hands-on activities and learning church prayers with the little
ones, to learning the Bible as well as our Church Traditions for
the middle grades, to understanding our church’s position regard-
ing ethical and social issues for the young adults. The teachers
are truly very gifted and provide the children with a safe and
challenging environment for their spiritual guidance. This is
why our catechetical classes, Pre-K through 12th, are very well
attended and “bursting” with eager young minds and hearts ready
to absorb the things of God. This, by no means, excludes the
parent’s participation, as each one of us is involved with our chil-
dren’s spiritual growth. I’'m also very pleased to see so many
of our children serving our Lord, as “altar boys”, “readers” and

St. John Chrysostom Oratorical Festival! This will be the second
year that our Church will be involved in this National Festival.
Last year one of our representatives to the District Finals at Rich-
mond, VA advanced to the Archdiocese Level and, despite our
anonymity, literally put our church “on the map”!

plan on doing like-wise. In addition, this year, we are introduc-
ing the elementary level, so that children in grades 4th-6th will
participate in a non-competitive presentation to share their own
personal faith and love of God. The junior grades 7th -9th and
senior grades 10th -12th will compete and be judged. Let us pray
for our children’s success!

Adult Bible Series! This church year we also started a Journey
into Orthodoxy class. We have been meeting at the church hall
on the last Tuesday of each month, 7:00 PM to 8:30PM to discuss
the historical foundation of our Orthodox Faith. The study is lead
by Bill Polizos, who is a gifted Orthodox Bible teacher from St.

Andrew G. Kaffes

The National Herald, a Greek American newspaper, did a feature
story on our parish member Andrew Kaffes its October/November
2010 edition.

Mr. Kaffes is from Swarthmore, Pennsylvania where his family
owned and operated a family-style restaurant for 35 years. He is
a graduate of Syracuse University and has a Masters Degree from
George Washington University. He started his own government
relations and public relations firm in 2007. While the demise of
Wall Street that year had some businesses folding, Mr. Kaffes used
the opportunity to start A.G. Kaffes & Associates consulting firm
to help clients address the new national and international business
environment.

Mr. Kaffes said that it wasn’t until high school that he fully appre-
ciated his Greek heritage. He interviewed his Yiayia for a school
